PERTH, SATURDAY 2ND OCTOBER 2010

The Grampian Hotel in Perth is situated on York Street, conveniently close to
both the Bus Station and the Train Station and on the edge of the Town
Centre.

If you are coming by train then the following trains will arrive into Perth for
1000 in time for the start of the conference at 1030.

From Glasgow

Arrive Perth Broxden Park and Ride: 1030 Coach to Glasgow

From Inverness

Depart Farraline Park Bus Station: 0710 Megabus M20
Arrive Perth Broxden Park and Ride: 0930 Coach to Perth



Broxden is a large 400 space Park and Ride site situated just off the junction
with the A9 and the M90 and is therefore ideal for people coming from
Glasgow, Edinburgh, Stirling, Dundee, Aberdeen and Inverness. Parking is
free and the bus costs £1.00 for a day return. The nearest stop for the
Grampian Hotel is the Leisure Pool/Ice Rink stop, which is 2 minutes walk
away from the Grampian Hotel. For more information please visit the

If you do want to take your car into the City Centre then there are plenty of car
parks within close proximity to the Grampian Hotel. Thimblerow Car Park is a
200 space pay and display car park, located around the corner from the
Grampian Hotel at West Mill Street. There is also parking at the Railway
Station forecourt and AK Bell Library and the former Station Hotel is offering
car parking from 50p. The entrance to this car park is at the corner of St
Andrew Street and Caledonian Road. For more information about parking in

If you are walking from the train or bus station, then you should head up St
Leonard’s Road towards the bus station. The Bus station is across the road
from St Andrew’s Street. Cross the road and follow St Andrew’s Street round
into Caledonian Road and up to the traffic lights. The Grampian hotel is
across the road opposite the AK Bell Library.
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
